ASG Campus Innovation Grant
Guidelines for Campus Innovation Grant

Deadlines: 
November 11, 2011 and January 20, 2012

All electronic applications submitted by the close of business on the due date to grants@uncasg.org.  Applications submitted by November 11, 2011will be accepted and reviewed during the November 2011 meeting.  Applications due after November 11, 2011 and prior to January 20, 2012 will be reviewed during the January meeting.
Competitively evaluating requests for funding – either as part of an institution’s appropriations process to student organizations or here as part of the Campus Innovation Grant program – is always an inherently imperfect process.  The members of the Association’s Committee on Government Operations & Constituent Services are ultimately responsible for the Committee’s decisions on which requests receive funding, and are given wide latitude in making those decisions.

To ensure as fair a process as possible for grant applicants, while at the same time preserving the Committee’s flexibility in its decision-making, the following general evaluation guidelines are provided to guide both applicants and Committee members as they review funding requests.
Application Information 
1. All requests must be sponsored by a voting delegate, and neither the sponsor nor secondary sponsor can serve on the Committee for Government Operations & Constituent Services.  Requests that are not sponsored, or are sponsored by a Committee member, will be automatically denied.

2. Applications with insufficient information to explain the intended program and uses of funding will not receive funding.  Applications with unbalanced budgets will be automatically denied.
3. All applications must be submitted by deadline to the email address listed above. Applications that are not submitted by deadline will be automatically rejected.
4. Signed applications must be received prior to consideration by the Committee. Applications that are not signed, or that are submitted after the deadline, will be automatically denied.
5. A final financial summary must be provided for any past grant awards received by the institution before new grant applications from that institution can be considered.

Programming Details
1. All applications must sufficiently describe the program and intended purpose of the funding request, and any supporting documentation submitted should verify the program’s intended goals and objectives.  Generally, applications with more detail and information will receive greater funding than applications that provide less.
2. Programs that serve more students (as a percentage of the overall campus population) will generally receive greater funding than programs that serve less.

3. Generally, programs that provide a net positive benefit to students as well as the surrounding community will receive greater funding than programs that do not.

4. As a non-partisan and publicly funded organization, events funded by the Association must be non-partisan in nature.

Association Funding of Innovation Grants

For the 40th Session, 2011-2012, the Association has allocated $17,000.00 toward grants and placed a cap of $1,000.00 awarded per grant.  Institutions may submit more than one grant provided the total amount of each grant requested is less than $1,000.00 and meets all requirements listed. 

· The Campus Innovation Grant program provides a $1-for-$1 match to funded initiatives, and the amount of funding provided by the Association cannot exceed the amount of funding received from all other sources.  Requests that do not include external sources of revenue at all will be automatically rejected.

· The Association cannot fund projects designed to run a profit or operate at a loss.  Funding requests should reflect, as accurately as possible, the precise amount needed to accomplish the project.
